At 9:20 a.m. Ms. Benton presented pending matters. She updated 
the Board on the elevator repairs. Commissioner Murphy made the 
motion to approve the repair bid. Commissioner Hagedorn 
seconded; the motion passed. 
Ms. Benton said the Museum sign may be reset. The museum 
volunteers are working on this project.  
Commissioner Hagedorn made the motion to approve the following 
abatements. Commissioner Murphy seconded; the motion passed.

Ms. Benton reviewed the pending meeting schedule and 
appointments.  
 
At 9:30 a.m. Jon Boyd joined the session to discuss the South 
Fork Master Plan for parks and trails. Also present were Marty 
and Bonnie Asplin and Jim Brown. Mr. Boyd gave some examples of 
work that has been done in the South Fork area for future park 
sites. The parks and trails group will be meeting with the South 
Fork Town Board to discuss this project in detail. Mr. Boyd 
asked for a letter of support for the grant process. He 
commented on a survey taken and found that walking trails ranked 
very high by those surveyed. Grants will be for the future 
Millie Brown Park to be located off of Highway 149. Chairman 
Davie suggested the Colorado Department of Transportation 
Highway Enhancement Grant for this project as well. Commissioner 
Murphy added that the walking trail near the River in Del Norte 
utilized the Highway Enhancement Grant. Mr. Boyd said the total 
budget is $24,000 for the Master Plan study; they do have some 
in-kind donations and matching funds. Mr. Asplin asked for 
$1,000 of Conservation Trust Funds. Commissioner Hagedorn made 
the motion to send a letter of support and contribute $1,000 of 
Conservation Trust Funds. Commissioner Murphy seconded; the 
motion passed. The group thanked the Board for their support. 
 
At 10:15 a.m. members of the community representing the Upper 
Rio Grande Animal Society joined the session to discuss the 
November ballot item to increase the mill levy. The Board 
reviewed two drafts of ballot items. Commissioner Murphy stated 
that the County Attorney has been researching State Statutes 
regarding election costs and who would pay for the ballot item. 
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He said that it was suggested to the Board that the ballot item 
include all the entities that could not be funded this year. 
Cheryl Santi asked why things have changed and why the Animal 
Authority would not be exclusive to the animal shelter. She 
stated that the Upper Rio Grande Animal Society (URGAS) had done 
the work and met with Debbie Downs, Colorado Department of Local 
Affairs (DOLA), to do all the work and now the County wants to 
‘piggy back’ on the Authority mil levy. She said she feels this 
is a political move. Commissioner Murphy said this is not 
political. Commissioner Hagedorn stated that the intent of the 
project has changed from the meeting with the Town of South Fork 
and the Animal Society. He said the Board was willing to send 
the letter of intent to the County Clerk for the ballot item 
while the Animal Authority was being formed in the interim. The 
Valley Commissioners have talked about a valley-wide mill to 
fund such things along with youth, senior citizens, etc. Ms. 
Santi said if someone from out of town came in and wanted to 
create 30 jobs the Board would see this as a good opportunity 
but the money could leave the County. She asked what creative 
things could be done with the funds. Commissioner Murphy said 
the funds provided to senior citizens, for example, provide 
funding for additional grant matches and meal-on-wheels five 
days a week. Ms. Santi said this does not create jobs like the 
animal shelter will. She feels this was all done under the 
table. Ray Skeff suggested having separate ballot items for the 
animals, seniors, youth, etc. He asked why each item couldn’t be 
separate and people could vote for the ones they support. 
Chairman Davie said they haven’t made any decisions yet; this is 
all under consideration. Becky Helmstettler asked how they could 
all come to an agreement to support all of these causes. Mr. 
Skeff said they have followed Ms. Downs’ advice perfectly and 
worked very hard for this cause. Ms. Santi said they would 
support the second item and push for it, too. Mr. Skeff said he 
does not want the ballot item to fail because another interest 
is ‘piggy backing’ on the same ballot item. Ms. Helmstettler 
said the voters can decide which entities they want to support. 
Ms. Benton said the intent has been filed with the County Clerk 
to reserve the space on the ballot. Sandy Jackson, County Clerk 
& Recorder, confirmed that there would be room on the ballot 
either way. Ms. Santi said this appears to be a ‘slush fund’ 
mill levy. Commissioner Murphy stated that this is not a ‘slush 
fund’ intent and would not be used this way. Mr. Skeff asked for 
the advantages of the combined ballot issue. Commissioner 
Hagedorn said after their talks with Ms. Downs the Board learned 
that the Animal Authority has not been finalized. The mil levy 
would be the County mil levy, not the authority’s and that there 
was a better chance of the different entities supporting a mil 
levy to be able to receive something rather than nothing. He 
stated that he personally felt it is fairer to help everyone 
from the Commissioners’ perspective.  
 
Ms. Benton stated that she and Ms. Miles have been researching 
authority boards. An authority is not a special district and 
cannot ask for a mill levy. A special district can ask for a 
mill levy. Judi Stone said the recreation group formed an 
authority and asked for a mil. Ms. Benton said a municipality 
can do this and the State Statutes are very specific. She read 
from the State Statutes including domestic water, sewerage, 
public transportation, collection of solid wastes, etc, that are 
included in the Statute. She said the land fill is an authority 
but collects fees, not a mill levy. The mill levy has to be put 
under a special district - a county, city or school district. An 
authority has to be formed to cross county lines or work with 
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the towns. Ms. Downs informed the Board at their work session 
that this would be under the County’s jurisdiction so it is the 
County’s financial responsibility to meet all laws and the 
County is subject to the budget and audit. Ms. Benton said mill 
levies are specific and must be spent as to their need and will 
be audited as such. She stated that the County has to put it on 
the ballot and will be responsible for the collections and 
disbursements. Ms. Helmstettler asked why a district could not 
be formed. She said if there are too many mill levies they will 
all be voted down. Commissioner Hagedorn said he thinks one 
ballot item will pass which could include seniors, youth and 
animals. Ms. Helmstettler said the animal shelter has met with 
the Board and done the work on this project. Sherrie Trujillo 
said the animals have to be taken care of. Ms. Santi said this 
would start the neuter and spaying program. Ms. Trujillo said 
400 animals from Rio Grande County have been turned down but 94 
animals from this County have been taken in because they were 
dumped over the fence or tied to their tree. She noted that 
animal control is mandated in the City of Monte Vista; 88 
animals from the City have been taken into the shelter. Ms. 
Trujillo said this is a huge item in the County. Chairman Davie 
said they are not against the idea. Peggy Kern, speaking as a 
tax payer, said she feels the more broad the appeal the more 
likely it will be to pass. It will be more receptive if it 
includes more interests. Ms. Santi said she understands the 
Commissioners’ point of view, but there are other recreation 
opportunities for the youth and other food programs for the 
seniors but there is no other option for the animals and that 
the seniors and other programs do not produce jobs like the 
animal shelter will.  
 
Commissioner Hagedorn said Mike Wisdom, Development Resource 
Group, offered suggestions for other funding when this group met 
with him. Ms. Santi said they get food donations and are writing 
grants. Ms. Helmstettler said the shelter is doing this for one 
reason and did not ask to be grouped with other entities. Mr. 
Skeff asked if it would be beneficial for Ms. Benton to call 
Chaffee County to find out how they formed their district. Ms. 
Benton said she has left messages with the financial officer of 
Chaffee County and Ms. Benton and has not received a call back 
from them yet. The ballot item cannot be specific to an agency; 
it would have to be for animal services but not name the Upper 
Rio Grande Animal Shelter. Chairman Davie said the idea of two 
ballot items was good and the Board would consider this 
suggestion. Ms. Trujillo confirmed that it would be more costly 
for two ballot items. September 3, 2010 is the deadline for the 
ballot items. Ms. Trujillo asked about the fire district ballot 
item. Ms. Jackson said it is on the ballot as a separate 
question. Mr. Skeff asked each Board member if they are in favor 
of one or two ballot items. Commissioner Hagedorn said he feels 
one ballot item is fairer. Ms. Helmstettler asked if the other 
groups such as 4-H and senior citizens came to the Board. 
Chairman Davie said they have asked for funds but not gone to 
the extent of this group. Ms. Helmstettler asked if the others 
bring in jobs. Commissioner Murphy said it would be a matter of 
retaining jobs for the senior citizens and 4-H; 4-H extends to 
the Colorado State University Extension Service. Commissioner 
Hagedorn said it would be better for everyone to get something 
rather than nothing. Ms. Helmstettler said in some cases nothing 
is better than getting a little but still not having enough. 
Chairman Davie said he is still thinking about which is better. 
Ms. Santi asked to be included in the discussions on this 
matter.  
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At 11:00 a.m. the Board opened bids for the airport paving 
project. SLV Earth Movers was the only bid submitted for 
$1,980,514.87. John Sirhall, Airport Development Group, was 
present and reviewed the bid for specifications. His estimate 
for the project was $2,019,657. Ms. Benton will submit the grant 
to CDOT. The Road and Bridge ground work will serve as in-kind 
matching funds for the grant. Ms. Benton stated the grant funds 
come from aviation fuel tax and are specific to airport use.  
 
At 11:40 a.m. Bill Dunn, County Attorney, joined the session for 
pending legal matters. He noted correspondence on the pending 
lawsuit for discovery deadlines.  
The Board noted that the bid for the runway paving was opened 
and is being reviewed by ADG.  
They discussed the Board of Equalization hearings.  
 
At 12:05 p.m. Mr. Sirhall notified the Board that the bid met 
all specifications. Commissioner Hagedorn made the motion to 
accept the bid. Commissioner Murphy seconded; the motion passed.  
 
At 12:15 p.m. the meeting was adjourned for lunch. 
 
At 1:50 p.m. the Rio Grande County Commissioners Meeting 
reconvened. 

At 2:00 p.m. the County Commissioners, serving as the Rio Grande 
County Board of Equalization, contacted Ms. Tracy of JR Tracy 
Trust via telephone for an extended property tax hearing.  The 
regular hearing for the petition of JR Tracy Trust appealing the 
Rio Grande County Assessor’s valuation of the petitioner’s 
property—37 Church Creek Dr. South Fork CO 81154, Parcel Number: 
23033-03-009 was held on July 28, 2010; however, at the request 
of the property owner the Board of Equalization reopened the 
hearing to accept any additional information that was not 
submitted at the time of the official hearing.   Ms. Tracy made 
a formal complaint to the Board of Equalization against the 
County for failure to provide adequate notice of the initial 
hearing.  Ms. Tracy notified the Board that she was unable to 
pick her notice up from the post office until July 29, 2010 
which was problematic given that her hearing was held on July 
28, 2010.  Ms. Tracy stated that she feels it is the property 
owner’s responsibility to understand the methodology used by the 
Rio Grande County Assessor as an effort to indicate how the 
County Assessor’s property assessment was incorrect.   Ms. Tracy 
acknowledged she was aware that the County Assessor sent the 
information she requested, regarding the property in question by 
means of Collect on Delivery (COD), but she neglected to retain 
the information from the post office because she felt the cost 
attached to the COD for this information violated her rights.  
Following Ms. Tracy’s reiteration of her formal complaint 
against the County’s proceedings, the Board of Equalization 
agreed to entertain the additional information Ms. Tracy felt 
had not been presented in the hearing on July 28, 2010 with the 
stipulation that Ms. Tracy confine her appeal to fifteen 
minutes.   

At 2:30 Ms. Tracy began her appeal to the Rio Grande County 
Board of Equalization. Ms. Tracy stated that on July 2, 2009 she 
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filed her first complaint regarding the County’s valuation of 
the property in question.  Ms. Tracy cited the initial price in 
which the property was purchased; the amount of land that she 
considers usable land confined within the 3.07 acres which the 
lot encompasses; inaccurate valuation techniques used by the Rio 
Grande County Assessor; in addition to, recent fluctuations in 
the real-estate market as reasons why the property in question 
was inappropriately assessed by the Rio Grande County Assessor. 
Ms. Tracy proposed a method for valuing the property, which 
differs from the method used by the County Assessor.  Based on 
this method, Ms. Tracy offered her best estimate for value of 
the property in question derived from comparables she isolated 
located in the general vicinity of Beaver Mountain. The 
properties identified as comparables by Ms. Tracy include: 181 
Church Creek—a two acre parcel and 90 Church Creek—a 1.8 acre 
parcel.  Ms. Tracy’s estimated market value for the property in 
question was derived from real-estate information provided by a 
local real-estate agent.  In furthering her argument, Ms. Tracy 
cited a decrease in property values throughout the County, which 
mimics the trend seen nationwide occurring between the years of 
2001-2009, as a reason for the decrease in the value of the 
property in question.  In closing Ms. Tracy stated that the 
property in question, Lot 23 Parcel Number: 23033-03-009, is 
significantly overvalued by the Rio Grande County Assessors for 
the following reasons: 1.) The comparable properties used by the 
County in the assessment process cannot be considered comparable 
properties, 2.) The County’s method of property valuation is 
flawed, 3.) The 2009 value for the property in question was 20% 
greater than the 2008 assessed value, 4.) The value of the 
property has immensely decreased due to the lack of a decent 
public school system in the area.  At 2:47 the appeal hearing 
was concluded. 

Based on the information presented by Ms. Tracy during the 
extended appeal hearing, the Board of Equalization ruled that 
the decision made on July 28, 2010 holds. Commissioner Hagedorn 
made the motion that, there was no additional significant 
information presented by Ms. Tracy that exceeded the quantity 
and/or quality of information presented on Ms. Tracy’s behalf 
during the July 28th hearing; therefore the initial ruling 
stands.   Commissioner Murphy seconded this motion.  The motion 
carried without opposition.   

At 3:00 p.m. The Board of County Commissioners instructed Ms. 
Benton to continue to send property tax hearing notices to 
property owners by first class mail unless she determines 
certified mail is necessary.  The Commissioners also advised Ms. 
Benton to limit property tax hearings to the single hearing that 
is authorized under State Statute.  Thus, the County will no 
longer grant additional time for hearings after the initial 
hearing has been conducted.  However, hearings can be 
rescheduled by the petitioner prior to the scheduled date of the 
initial hearing.  

At 3:15 p.m. Darrel Plane, Weed District Supervisor, presented 
his requests for forced entry for noxious weed spraying.  
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Commissioner Hagedorn made the motion to proceed with forced 
entry for the following properties in which weed abatement is 
not appropriately being addressed at this time.  Commissioner 
Murphy seconded his motion.  The motion carried without 
opposition.   

The properties approved for forced entry include properties 
owned by the following individuals: Mor Starch/ Morainn Partners 
LLC., Mr. Ben Gibbins, Ms. Elizabeth Jill Glover, Mr. Ralph 
Holcom, and Mr. Dale Broadwater.   

At 3:30 p.m. Commissioner Hagedorn made the motion to inform the 
County Clerk, Sandy Jackson that the County Commissioners will 
be placing two questions on the November ballot.

The Rio Grande County Board of Commissioners met in regular 
session on Wednesday, August 11, 2010. Members present were 
Chairman Doug Davie, Commissioners Dennis Murphy and Robert 
Hagedorn, Suzanne Benton, County Administrator, Mary Beth Miles, 
Intern, and Lyla Davis, Clerk of the Board. 
 
At 9:00 Chairman Davie called the meeting to order. Commissioner 
Murphy gave the opening prayer. The Pledge of Allegiance was 
said and the agenda was set. Commissioner Hagedorn made the 
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motion to approve the August 4, 2010 minutes as amended. 
Commissioner Murphy seconded; the motion passed. 
 
At 9:20 a.m. Tom Malacek, United States Forest Service & Bureau 
of Land Management (BLM), and Patrick Sullivan, Road and Bridge 
Supervisor, joined the session to discuss private property 
access from a BLM road; the property owner is John Travis. The 
property owner would like the BLM road closed to his property. 
He has told the Board that people dump trash on his property. He 
and the one other property owner along this road would like a 
locked gate so that the public cannot access the private land. 
Mr. Sullivan said this is a public right-of-way, not a 
maintained County road. Mr. Malacek said the road would not be 
closed but rather re-routed to access public lands. He added 
that the private property does not have an easement listed on 
the deeds. Mr. Malacek said when he visited this site, one 
property owner ran out of his house with a pitchfork. Mr. 
Sullivan noted that this area goes across county lines into 
Saguache County. He added that this road is plowed as a courtesy 
at times but it is not part of the County road system.  
 
Mr. Malacek asked if the airport road extension would affect BLM 
property. Ms. Benton said it is all private and County property.  
There was discussion of building a trail around the private 
property to continue to access the public land. Mr. Sullivan 
offered to do the work for this project since they are working 
in the area. He asked that the BLM road crew stake the road. Mr. 
Malaceck said he will research this idea and reply to the Board.  
 
Mr. Malacek asked if the Board had any other items for 
discussion. There was discussion of the road to Jasper and 
cooperation with Conejos County. He also noted that the RAC 
project deadline is approaching and ideas need to be submitted 
for review. 
 
At 9:50 a.m. Mr. Sullivan presented the monthly written report 
as follows. 

• Completed the asphalt patch on County Road 15 and submitted 
a bill to Land Properties for approximately $21,663.32. 

• Paved over the new bridges and culverts on the 6 North, 11 
South roads and Swede Lane. 

• Overlaid the 2 East and 9 North intersections in 
anticipation of changing traffic control.  

• Started skin patching projects including the 6 North, 5 
North, 4 North and 10 South roads. 

• Completed the first round of mowing and started on the 
second round. 

• Moved bleachers for the Town of South Fork Logger Days. 
• Hauled away asphalt and concrete from Sargent school. 
• Started the culvert work at the Del Norte Airport. 
• Carl Pacheco finished the overhaul on the B-1 and it is 

back on line. 
• Trimmed trees at the Del Norte Museum parking lot. 

 
Proposed work for August includes completing the culvert and rip 
rap project at the Del Norte Airport; start the new road around 
the Airport; complete skin patching projects; order paint for 
striping; and participate in the bid opening for the runway 
paving.  
Ms. Benton added that the runway paving grant was awarded to the 
County. She presented the documents for signatures. Commissioner 
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Murphy made the motion to sign the grants. Commissioner Hagedorn 
seconded; the motion passed. 
 
Mr. Sullivan left a message with Marty Asplin about the walking 
track in Del Norte. The County will do the ground work as the 
in-kind contribution for the Great Outdoors Colorado grant.  
 
There was discussion of the reclamation project on the 5 West 
and 5 North roads. Mr. Sullivan said the Army Corps of Engineers 
asked for more work at the site to promote vegetation. He added 
that the vegetation is slow but will grow more next year. Mr. 
Sullivan will be working on this matter.  
 
There was discussion of the rental property near the hot plant. 
The renters have moved out but left a large amount of trash and 
debris. Ms. Benton is trying to contact the former renters or 
family members to have this site cleaned.  
 
At 10:30 a.m. Jody Kern, Director of Social Services, joined the 
session for the monthly report. 
 
At 11:30 a.m. Bill Dunn, County Attorney, joined the session for 
pending legal matters. Rose Vanderpool, Land Use Administrator, 
joined the session for reoccurring blight issues. She noted that 
Delfino Martinez has not completed his cleaning. Ms. Vanderpool 
visited the site and feels that he has only moved his blight and 
not removed it. This property is in an industrial area but there 
is not an industrial business anymore. She noted that even if 
there were a business, there are junk cars for salvage. Some of 
the vehicles are in the road right-of-way. Mr. Dunn asked if the 
County was prepared to remove the blight. He will send a letter 
to Mr. Martinez of the County’s intention to remedy this problem 
after 30 days.  
 
Christine Miani, Alpine Village, is a continuing blight case. 
Ms. Vanderpool visited the site and said that there has not been 
any cleanup work since the last letter which was sent in 2006. 
Mr. Dunn will send her a letter. 
 
Kristy Edelmen, east of Del Norte, has not removed the old 
school bus and has not addressed the weed problem. Mr. Dunn will 
send her a letter.  
 
Fred Pena and Doris Martinez, Seven Mile Plaza, were notified by 
Ms. Vanderpool in 2009 of the blight matter. There are piles of 
old lumber and tires. Mr. Dunn will send a letter.  
 
Robert McGrath owns a lot in lower Alpine Village where he 
allows friends and family to camp. He claims that the former 
Land Use Administrator told him he was grandfathered in for 
recreation use on this parcel. Mr. McGrath claims that when he 
bought the property it was used for the same purpose and he has 
not changed the use of the property. Ms. Vanderpool received a 
phone call that an RV camper was dumping sewage into the River 
on this lot. Mr. McGrath was notified and said there is a septic 
tank on the property and he cannot believe that anyone would 
need to dump their septic into the River. Ms. Vanderpool will 
research the septic permit and previous land owners.  
 
There was discussion of the wording in the ballot resolutions. 
Commissioner Murphy made the motion to table the discussion 
until next week. Chairman Davie seconded; the motion passed. 
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Ms. Vanderpool rejoined the session with the property owners and 
dates of transfer on the McGrath property. A septic permit could 
not be found. Mr. Dunn determined that the recreation use of 
this property is not grandfathered in.

Commissioner Hagedorn made the motion to distribute the Secure 
Rural Schools Forest Service payment as follows: 85% to Title I, 
8% to Title II, and 7% to Title III. The County has taken the 
full payment option. Commissioner Murphy seconded; the motion 
passed. 
Ms. Benton reviewed the meeting schedule and various invitations 
and correspondence.  
Ms. Benton discussed the information she learned at a recent 
training session on Homeland Security.  
 
At 10:00 a.m. Jack and Larry Martz joined the session to discuss 
the development of the Del Norte Airport. Patrick Sullivan, Road 
and Bridge Supervisor, was also present. Mr. Sullivan presented 
a map of the airport and noted the proposed road area. He said 
the road has been staked and he hopes to have the centerline 
staked today. Mr. Sullivan explained that about 1,700 feet (2.4 
acres) of the 60 foot road easement will cross the Martz’s lots. 
He said he is trying to keep the road on as much County property 
as possible so as not to encumber private property. Bill Dunn, 
County Attorney, contacted the property owners to obtain access 
across private property where necessary. Mr. Sullivan noted that 
he has kept the road as far west as possible to work with the 
topography. Mr. Jack Martz said they have been looking at their 
property in this area to develop a master plan for lots. The 
Martz’s are looking at future home and hangar sites that would 
be accessible to the road and taxiway. Mr. Larry Martz suggested 
a property exchange to best utilize both sides of the taxiway. 
Mr. Sullivan explained the boundaries for development per 
Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) regulations. There has to 
be 1,200 feet of clear space around the airport. There was 
discussion of an industrial park in this area. After some 
discussion, it was determined that because of lack of water 
availability and the FAA regulations, an industrial park may not 
be possible. Mr. Jack Martz said he has placed ads in Trade-A-
Plane and found that there is outside interest for a more 
developed airport. They would like to work with the County to 
market the airport and future hangar sites. Mr. Larry Martz 
asked the Board to consider these ideas and options. If a land 
exchange is done, the Martz’s would like to discuss the taxiway. 
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They feel it would be best to have the County own and maintain 
the taxiway to the lots but the Martz’s property would neighbor 
the taxiway. Mr. Jack Martz said this could be a joint venture 
with the County. Mr. Sullivan said it would be about $331,000 to 
pave the proposed taxiway. There was also discussion of the 
paving level to support the weight of the aircraft. Chairman 
Davie said the County is hoping for an FAA designation at the 
airport.  
Chairman Davie said he would like to visit the site before 
making a decision. Mr. Larry Martz asked if there was a time 
that everyone could look at the site together. Mr. Sullivan said 
he needs to know if there will be a property exchange because he 
is working on the road today. The Board will consider this idea 
and call the Martz’s in a few days. 
 
At 11:05 a.m. Rose Vanderpool, Land Use Administrator, joined 
the session to discuss pending land use matters. A property 
owner in Alpine Village has mules and chickens. This resident is 
only a part-time resident and takes the animals with him when he 
leaves. Some of the neighbors have complained about his 
property. Alpine Village is zoned residential; the zoning does 
not allow for farm animals. Commissioner Hagedorn asked if a 
rooster was the problem. Ms. Vanderpool will ask about the 
rooster. She also learned that this resident’s neighbor 
installed a septic system forty feet from a well; she does not 
have record of this septic permit. 
 
Ms. Vanderpool presented a request for an extension of a 
conditional use permit for Viaero for a cell phone tower. 
Commissioner Hagedorn made the motion to approve the extensions 
per the guidelines in the Code Book. Commissioner Murphy 
seconded; the motion passed. 
 
Chairman Davie presented a request from a County resident about 
farm blight. Pictures were reviewed of the site. There was 
discussion of Food Safety Certification and inspections. 
Chairman Davie asked if farm warehouses were zoned commercial or 
agriculture. Ms. Vanderpool said the Land Use office zones 
warehouses as agriculture but the Assessor assesses them as 
commercial use. Right now, there is nothing the Board can do 
about the matter except talk with the landowner about the trash 
and debris. The Board will address agriculture blight in the 
next revision of the Code Book.  
 
Chairman Davie signed the Abstract of Assessments. 
 
At 11:30 a.m. the Board placed a call to Beverly Darrow, per her 
request, with questions about the Animal Society ballot 
question. Items clarified included the wording of the ballot 
question and the tax revenue from the mill levy based on 
residential and commercial rates. This is a Rio Grande County 
ballot item and does not include any other counties.
