The Rio Grande County Board of Commissioners met in regular 
session on Wednesday, July 2, 2008.  Members present were 
Chairman Doug Davie, Commissioners Dennis Murphy and Robert 
Hagedorn, Suzanne Benton, County Administrator, and Lyla 
Davis, Clerk of the Board. 
 
At 9:00 a.m. Chairman Davie called the meeting to order. The 
Pledge of Allegiance was said and the agenda was set. 
Commissioner Hagedorn moved to approve the June 25, 2008 
minutes as amended. Commissioner Murphy seconded; the motion 
passed. 
 
At 9:15 a.m. Ted Lindtveit, CTSI, joined the session for the 
loss prevention update. He presented charts on the Colorado 
Counties Casualty Property Pool and County Workers’ 
Compensation Pool. Road and Bridge and Law Enforcement 
departments typically have the most claims. Mr. Lindtveit 
noted accidents and the importance of safety.  
 
At 9:45 a.m. the Board performed the monthly jail inspection. 
Jail Administrator Kelly Black reported thirty-eight inmates 
in the County jail, two of which are women. Two women are 
being housed at another facility. Captain Black said a new 
hard drive was ordered for the cameras because one block is 
not appearing on the computer screen. Donna Ford, cook, said 
the pilot light in the stove is being repaired. She asked the 
Board to consider air conditioning for the kitchen. Vendola 
Plumbing & Heating was asked to submit a bid for the project; 
Captain Black said he has not seen the bid yet.  
 
At 10:20 a.m. T.J. Brown joined the session regarding a 
septic system in Alpine Village. He asked if three contiguous 
lots were purchased and the existing septic system was 
replaced, would the Board approve a new system. He spoke with 
Randy Kern, Building Inspector, about the situation. Four 
lots are currently required in Alpine Village for a well and 
septic system. Mr. Brown said they would be improving the 
lots because they cannot currently be improved. The existing 
septic system is less than 100 feet from the well; by 
replacing the septic system with a new system on the combined 
three lots it would meet the current codes. Commissioner 
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Hagedorn said Mr. Brown would have to go through the variance 
procedure because he does not own four lots. Ms. Benton 
referred to the Code Book for clarification. There is an 
existing singlewide trailer on the property. Mr. Kern told 
Mr. Brown he cannot change from one non-conforming use to 
another non-conforming use structure. Mr. Brown said it is 
not possible to have the four lot requirement because there 
are improvements on all the adjoining lots. The Board will 
talk with Mr. Kern about the request and contact Mr. Brown. 
 
At 11:00 a.m. Mr. & Ms. Troyer joined the session to discuss 
the confusion and requirements for a home occupation permit. 
Chairman Davie said the new Code Book states the operations 
cannot exceed 25% of the home. The old Code Book said the 
operation would be incidental to the home. The Troyer’s 
application was submitted under the old Code Book but a 
grocery store must meet the commercial building code 
regulated by the State. The Board is not in favor of spot 
zoning in the County; a home occupation is more suitable and 
is not transferable to the next landowner. Ms. Benton said 
the zoning stays with the land; conditional use permits and 
home occupation permits are specific to the individuals. Ms. 
Troyer said a commercial building would have to have a public 
restroom. Sean Canada, Deputy Building Inspector, said a home 
occupation is within the home. If it is an accessory building 
it must meet the building codes, including restrooms, any 
structure of 1,000 square feet or more must be 
architecturally designed. Any business must have a public 
restroom. Ms. Troyer asked if a port-a-potty would be 
sufficient. The septic system must be engineered if it is to 
be attached to the home system per Mr. Canada. Mr. Canada 
would need to contact the State Health Department regarding 
the port-a-potty being sufficient for commercial use. 
Commissioner Hagedorn said the restroom must meet Americans 
with Disability standards (ADA) which in this instance would 
be 7 feet by 7 feet in a one-thousand square foot building. 
Ms. Troyer asked if the grocery store could be in the home. 
Ms. Benton said the land use definition is incidental to the 
home such as a back porch being used as a beauty shop. This 
instance is more retail than incidental to the home.  
 
At 11:25 a.m. Commissioner Hagedorn moved to approve the 
division of land for Veronica Pacheco located in the N ½, S 
½, SW ¼, Section 5, T 30 N, R 7 E. Commissioner Murphy 
seconded; the motion passed. BOOK 540 PAGE 338 
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At 11:30 a.m. Fred and Jody Anschutz joined the session to 
discuss Streamside Villas. Chairman Davie said he received a 
call from the homeowner’s association president stating he 
could not be present at the session today. Mike Smith 
introduced the Anschutz’s and gave a brief history of the 
previous meeting. Chairman Davie said it was a requirement 
for preliminary approval of this application for the 
landowners to be notified of the changes. Mr. Smith said some 
members were e-mailed a letter but not all the property 
owners have received notice. The correspondence from the Rio 
Grande Club owner indicates there are no townhomes being 
built. Ms. Anschutz said the map they were presented with at 
the time of purchase did not indicate development of the 
driving range. There is concern with the open space being 
undefined. Ms. Anschutz asked that the parties involved be 
properly notified and that the proper procedures are 
followed. Chairman Davie said the County has a map indicating 
open space; however the map was never recorded with the 
County Clerk & Recorder. Mr. Smith said the updated maps do 
not indicate that this open space was available for 
development. Mr. Dunn asked if adequate notice was given for 
the change in plans. Chairman Davie said because of the PUD, 
the County is not required to give notice. It is the 
responsibility of the developer. The audience members present 
have not been notified of any changes. One audience member 
said they did not see the need for the development. Mr. Dunn 
said he sat in on a planning commission meeting where Kevin 
Ames indicated that the amount of open space would remain the 
same but the location would change. Mr. Ames said he 
specifically addressed the open space at the planning 
commission meeting. Mr. Dunn said the question becomes 
whether it is an internal issue with the PUD or a County 
matter. Mr. Dunn said the map included with the sales was 
presumed to be open space. Mr. Ames said those maps were not 
sales maps and the accurate maps have been in the Land 
Properties office. Ms. Anschutz asked if there was a way to 
put the application on hold until the problems are resolved. 
Mr. Ames clarified that he represents South Fork Ranches; the 
owner is Zaven Yaralian. He has been asked to represent the 
developer. Mr. Ames said he received an e-mail because he is 
a member of the Club. The other Club owners feel the letter 
should have been written differently and mailed through the 
post office as well as an e-mail. Mr. Ames said most of the 
audience is not landowners of Alder Meadows. Another audience 
member said they are all members and/or owners and they are 
all affected. Another said this is golf course property and 
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no one thought the course would be developed; this was a golf 
community.  
 
Bob Young, developer, said he is sorry things have turned 
this way. He said he has been a developer for many years and 
understands the frustration. One of the first issues was open 
space. The planning commission reviewed this matter with Mr. 
Ames and found this has never been open space. The second 
question was notification. He agrees there was not 
notification and is there a procedural matter for 
notification. Because it is a PUD notification was not 
required. At the County Commissioner meeting it was agreed 
that this is not open space and the Board placed conditions 
upon the developer one of which was notification. He agreed 
that notification was not sufficient. The Board discussed 
internal matters to the PUD and the golf course at the 
previous meeting. Mr. Young said a commitment was made at the 
private meeting to look for another location for the putting 
green. There needs to be a meeting with the owners and 
members to hear the plans for the project; there seems to be 
some misrepresentation. The Board previously asked them to 
work together. Mr. Young said there is always resistance to 
change. One member said opinions are not going to be changed 
and there are strong emotional ties to the matter. This is 
not about the putting green. Audience members said the 
developers are not following the conditions of approval based 
on the notification. Mr. Young said he has still been given 
preliminary approval. Chairman Davie asked if the PUD was 
still under the total units. Mr. Ames said they are 110 units 
under the PUD. He said every development has changed and is 
not as it is listed on the PUD. Ms. Anschutz said those were 
already designed for residences. Chairman Davie said this 
appears to be a matter within the development. He said he is 
not comfortable approving something that will cause such a 
problem between residents. Mr. Dunn said there was discussion 
at the planning commission of resistance from land owners 
because of change. There was a failure to effectively 
communicate and the meeting with the Board may have been 
premature. Mr. Dunn said he would have to research the 
previous meetings and criteria. Commissioner Murphy said 
things have come to light since the preliminary approval. The 
Board can revisit this matter if there are concerns that were 
not presented. Mr. Dunn said clarification needs to be made 
for which land will never be developed and which is vacant 
but possible for development. It was stated that the golf 
course should also be included.  
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Fritz Allen asked if tax records could be researched to make 
sure the appropriate taxing of property is being paid. Mr. 
Smith said he thought the property is being taxed as golf 
course not as open space. Mr. Allen commented on his property 
and the covenants associated with his land use matter. Mr. 
Young said a PUD has different rules in Colorado than 
traditional zoning and regulations. He also commented on 
recourse for misrepresentation. Mr. Young asked for the 
opportunity to talk about the project without debating. Mr. 
Allen said this notification should have been made from day 
one. It was noted that people are working to change the 
community and build a downtown area. There are existing 
vacant town homes. Jon Boyd clarified that a portion of the 
driving range is involved in the development. He feels the 
condos may not sell because of the proximity to the practice 
green. Mr. Young said the infrastructure would start in 
September. He is required to post bond for 150% of the 
project. The first impression of the Rio Grande Club was the 
putting green which is why one person purchased and built 
around the golf course. Chairman Davie asked that the group 
report back to the Board on August 6, 2008 at 11:00 a.m.  
 
At 12:30 p.m. Commissioner Hagedorn moved to approve the 
following claims. Commissioner Murphy seconded; the motion 
passed.

The Rio Grande County Board of Commissioners met in regular 
session on Wednesday, July 9, 2008.  Members present were 
Chairman Doug Davie, Commissioners Dennis Murphy and Robert 
Hagedorn, Suzanne Benton, County Administrator, and Lyla 
Davis, Clerk of the Board. 
 
At 9:00 a.m. Chairman Davie called the meeting to order. The 
Pledge of Allegiance was said and the agenda was set. 
Commissioner Murphy moved to approve the July 2, 2008 minutes 
as amended. Commissioner Hagedorn seconded; the motion 
passed. 
 
At 9:15 a.m. Patrick Sullivan, Road and Bridge Supervisor, 
joined the session for the monthly report. The written report 
was submitted as follows: 

• Completed the paving on Frisco Creek 
• Paved two blocks for the Town of Del Norte (they 

will be invoiced for the work done) 
• Paved South Miles Street for the Town of Center 

(they will be invoiced for the work done) 
• Completed the paving project on the 2 East Road 
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• Skin patching projects were started 
• Flood control sand in Del Norte and Monte Vista has 

been moved 
• Several crew members had the opportunity to operate 

the new M Series grader from Wagner 
• The dirt runway at the Del Norte Airport was rolled 
• Some roadside trash was removed 
• Graveled road maintenance work has been done in 

between paving projects 
• The engine overhaul on the 966 Loader was completed 

and the loader is back in service 
• Mr. Sullivan, the Board, Ms. Benton and the Conejos 

County Commissioners met with Forest Service 
representatives regarding Forest Service Road 250 
to Jasper 

Proposed work for July includes skin patching projects; due 
to the increase cost of oil the County will not do any chip 
seal work this year. The graders will work on Schedule A 
roads. Paint striping will begin; the City of Monte Vista 
asked for a quote to do their striping. Carl Hill will 
continue to repair and rebuild snow equipment for the next 
season; rock will be hauled to the 10 South Pit for fall 
projects; and the Ski Hi Park arena will be watered and 
packed for the Heritage Day Fair. 
 
Ms. Benton asked if any work had been done on future hangar 
sites at the airport. Mr. Sullivan said he has met with Tom 
Haefeli, airport board chairman, regarding the lots which 
must be platted before road work can be done.  
Mr. Sullivan asked if the paving refund money could be put 
back into the oil budget. Ms. Benton said the budget can be 
amended in November for this adjustment. Mr. Sullivan 
suggested that at the next budget session a line item be 
added for work done for other governmental entities.  
 
Speed limit signs for the hospital zone will be installed and 
the highway striping was completed at the Highway 160 
turnoff.  
A water truck will be provided at the Stampede rodeo.  
The Marsh playground is on hold; Mr. Sullivan does not know 
when the County will do their portion. Commissioner Hagedorn 
asked him to contact the school regarding the project.  
Mr. Sullivan discussed replacing the tractor; he said a 
couple of dump trucks could be sold to replace the tractor. 
He talked with Wagner about renting one for the mowing 
season. Mr. Sullivan talked with Monte Vista Tractor but they 
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did not have a tractor to rent. Chairman Davie said it may be 
more beneficial to rent a mowing tractor in the future.  
Mr. Sullivan asked about the parking area at the Social 
Services building. The Board will talk with James Berg, 
Social Services Director.  
Ms. Benton noted a call from a resident of the 1 South Road 
requesting dust abatement. She told the resident that the 
crews were doing other projects and explained water and 
magnesium chloride were not options. 
 
 
At 10:15 a.m. James Berg, Director of Social Services, joined 
the session for the monthly report. 
 
At 11:05 a.m. Joyce Housden, Prevention Partners, joined the 
session for an update. This is the fourth year of the grant 
which ends in September. The program goal is to reduce 
childhood and underage drinking and substance abuse. Ms. 
Housden discussed the requirements of the grant and the new 
demographic information relating to arrests. A youth behavior 
survey will be done again this year. The survey refers to 
attitudes and behaviors towards alcohol and substance abuse. 
In two years the underage arrests went from 63 to 105. 
Information from the Town of Del Norte is not submitted upon 
request; all other law enforcement agencies cooperate. The 
Town of Del Norte does not refuse the request information is 
never received from the Town of Del Norte. Ms. Housden noted 
some in kind donations such as meeting rooms and snacks for 
the youth. There is work being done to reduce retail sales to 
minors in cooperation with the State Liquor Enforcement 
Board. Ms. Housden noted three violations in Rio Grande 
County in April. The Board signed the grant application.  
Ms. Housden asked about funding from the County at the end of 
the grant. Ms. Benton said if Prevention Partners needs 
funding in 2009 they will have to submit a request during 
this year’s budget sessions.  
 
At 11:50 a.m. Commissioner Hagedorn moved to offer the 
custodial position to Porfie Medina. Commissioner Murphy 
seconded; the motion passed. 
 
The Veteran’s Report was signed by Chairman Davie.  
 
Ms. Benton discussed the radio station in South Fork. The 
station cannot find an electrician to reconnect the broken 
line. They indicated to Ms. Benton they would pay the monthly

electric bill but not the repair. The Board will not pay the 
line repair costs.  
 
Ms. Benton presented pending matters and correspondence. A 
South Fork summer resident would like the TV station out of 
Albuquerque re-activated. Ms. Benton said the County cannot 
afford the translators.

The Rio Grande County Board of Commissioners met in regular 
session on Wednesday, July 16, 2008.  Members present were 
Chairman Doug Davie, Commissioners Dennis Murphy and Robert 
Hagedorn, Suzanne Benton, County Administrator, and Lyla 
Davis, Clerk of the Board. 
 
At 10:00 a.m. Chairman Davie called the meeting to order 
following the monthly manager’s meeting. The Pledge of 
Allegiance was said and the agenda was set. Commissioner 
Murphy moved to approve the July 9, 2008 minutes as amended. 
Commissioner Hagedorn seconded; the motion passed. 
 
At 10:05 a.m. Bob Maylander, Governor’s Energy Office, joined 
the session to discuss energy in the San Luis Valley. 
Building energy efficiency and awareness, renewable energy, 
economic development and job opportunities are part of the 
program. The grant program was discussed; Mr. Maylander noted 
the partnership with San Luis Valley Rural Electric 
Cooperative. There is a current program to encourage solar 
energy through the Rural Electric Cooperative. He commented 
on improving public buildings, new construction and home 
efficiency. Mr. Maylander said schools have to meet a higher 
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energy efficiency code than in the past. He asked for the 
Board’s suggestions for possible partners for the Governor’s 
Energy Office programs. Ms. Benton asked about solar-thermal 
upgrades for the Courthouse building. The boiler was replaced 
two years ago and the roof would be ideal for solar panels. 
Mr. Maylander suggested she talk with the department specific 
to public buildings. Chairman Davie noted that one of the 
Rural Electric Cooperative’s concerns is infrastructure. Mr. 
Maylander said there are requirements for program 
participation. 
 
At 10:20 a.m. Pat Perry, Public Health Nurse, joined the 
session for the monthly nursing report. She thanked the Board 
for the mileage rate increase. Ms. Perry updated the Board on 
the active tuberculosis case which Saguache County is 
administering. There have been several other TB referrals for 
people from foreign countries.  
Ms. Perry asked if the emergency training was successful. 
Commissioner Murphy said it was good information. Ms. Perry 
suggested having a personnel policy regarding the designated 
official being responsible for information dissemination and 
not having employees talking with the press. 
Ms. Perry presented the agreements for signature with Chaffee 
and Costilla counties for EPSDT services.  
The State West Nile Virus update was given. There appears to 
be fewer of the breed of mosquito that carries West Nile 
Virus in the Valley.  
Ms. Perry updated the Board on the MAPPS program which is a 
group for community input within the County. She said they 
have discovered there are services offered through the County 
but the residents are not aware of them. The process is 
working and progress is being made. 
The local and district Emergency Preparedness Officers, the 
Mineral County Nurse and several others assisted with the 
inventory of the RETAC trailer. Ms. Perry will draft an MOU 
in the event that another County or organization needs the 
trailer.  
Senate Bill 194 was discussed; the counties will be Local 
Public Health Agencies according to the bill. Ms. Perry said 
a new Board of Health would be formed and it may or may not 
be the existing Board of Commissioners. She said there could 
be a benefit to having medical personnel on the Board along 
with a Commissioner. Ms. Perry did not feel Rio Grande County 
would be substantially affected. She commented on services 
currently handled by the State that would be passed on to the 
counties and may require additional expertise. Ms. Benton 
noted that the municipalities were included under the County 
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jurisdiction. Ms. Perry commented on some of the services 
that can be shared within the Valley offices.  
 
At 11:05 a.m. Cristi Larsen joined the session to update the 
Board on the Del Norte Trails. The Town of Del Norte has 
accepted the easements across Ms. Larsen’s private land and 
accepted liability for the trails. A grant was received for 
the trails master plan. Students from Colorado State 
University developed the plan; Ms. Larsen said future plans 
are to expand existing trails. She presented the completed 
work done by the students. Commissioner Murphy suggested that 
Ms. Larsen work with the Rio Grande County Lodging Tax Board.  
 
At 11:40 a.m. Bill Dunn, County Attorney, joined the session 
for pending legal matters. There was discussion of the well 
and septic permits that have been issued in Alpine Village 
over the past several years which have never been used. Randy 
Kern, Building Inspector, was also present for this 
discussion. Mr. Dunn said if it is easy to ascertain the lot 
owners a letter could be sent stating that the County would 
not honor the permits at this point. Mr. Kern noted a case 
where the permits were issued to the previous landowner; the 
current landowner wants to use the permit from the previous 
owner. Mr. Kern said the lot is about one-quarter acre. Mr. 
Dunn said he did not feel the Board was bound by a letter 
written six years ago in this case. Mr. Kern said his concern 
is the lot size. Mr. Dunn said the rules have changed and the 
existing policies must be followed. The Board agreed that the 
timeframe has expired on the original letter. State and local 
regulations have changed since the letter in question was 
sent. 
 
Mr. Kern asked a hypothetical question about holding tanks 
and septic systems. It was determined that holding tanks are 
more for a temporary residence or as a last resort per the 
State regulations.  
 
Ms. Benton presented a letter in support of a feasibility 
study for a central sewer system in Alpine Village.  
 
Mr. Dunn discussed a training program with the Sheriff’s 
Office and the Town of South Fork for deputies. Sheriff 
Norton requested a clause that the Town of South Fork would 
be responsible for the liability and actions of their deputy. 
This is under review by the Town of South Fork.  
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At 12:15 a.m. Commissioner Hagedorn moved to adopt the 
amended zoning regulations. Commissioner Murphy seconded; the 
motion passed. 
There have not been any property equalizations submitted to 
the Board. 
The Board reviewed a letter from a resident neighboring the 
Sheriff’s office regarding weeds and blight.

At 10:00 a.m. Bill Dunn, County Attorney, Rose Vanderpool, 
Land Use Planner, and Randy Kern, Building Inspector, joined 
the session for pending legal matters. Several letters were 
sent to the developer of Streamside Villas from the 
homeowners regarding the lack of notice of the development 
around the Rio Grande Club in South Fork. There was 
discussion of hearings for preliminary approval of 
applications. It is not required to give notice for 
preliminary approval but the Land Use Office should have sent 
notices in this instance; Ms. Vanderpool said this was a 
substantial change but it is not required under the 
procedures. A letter from Craig Franke states that his 
personal opinion following the planning and zoning meeting 
indicates that the preliminary approval may have been 
premature. Ms. Vanderpool said the map in the Land Use Office 
is the only map on file which Land Properties claims is out 
of date; she requested an updated map, if one exists, but it 
was never received. Chairman Davie said there are concerns 
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with the final PUD map not being recorded. Mr. Dunn suggested 
that the Planning and Zoning Commission review the 
application and start the application over for due process. 
Ms. Benton noted the meeting with the developer to update the 
Board has been postponed to August 13, 2008 per the 
developer’s request.

Vern McCallister joined the session to discuss airport 
matters. He has a tractor that is used in the winter for snow 
removal around the hangars and would like the County to know 
it is not blight. The lots are being cleaned up by various 
individuals. Mr. McCallister said the wrecker is used to help 
build hangars and at times remove aircraft from the runway. 
He also asked if the West-1 lot next to his could be used as 
airport parking. Chairman Davie said that would be a good 
parking area. Mr. McCallister will mow the weeds for the 
upcoming fly-in breakfast. Commissioner Murphy commented on 
the platting of lots; he said there seems to be loss of 
communication among the airport board. Mr. McCallister said 
three small hangars could be staked. Chairman Davie asked if 
the model airplane area could be used for Para Gliders once a 
year. Mr. McCallister did not see a problem because it is far 
enough away from the airport.  
 
At 10:45 a.m. Robin Crites, Monte Vista Economic Development 
Council (MVEDC), joined the session to discuss the Interim 
Transit Agreement (ITA) with all six counties. Bill Dunn, 
County Attorney, noted correspondence with Costilla County 
and the point violating State Statute by transferring assets 
from a County to a private company. Mr. Dunn suggested 
getting an opinion from the Colorado Attorney General’s 
Office before proceeding. The Council of Governments (COG) 
which is being formed through the SLV County Commissioners 
could administer the agency. Commissioner Hagedorn said there 
are two separate contracts being offered by the MVEDC, ITA 
and TANF; TANF funding has a series of requirements before 
money is distributed. Mr. Crites said the contract before the 
Board is for CDOT funding. James Berg, Director of Social 
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Services, has signed the TANF contract. Mr. Berg said he 
amended the TANF contract with MVEDC to be similar to the one 
from Mesa County which includes HIPPA requirements, 
employment requirements, State Statute requirements, etc. Mr. 
Crites said having the State Attorney General review the 
contract would be the fastest way to an answer to the 
underlying questions. Mr. Crites said the bus route should 
start August 4 and will include Del Norte stops. Mr. Berg 
said he and other Directors are frustrated with Monte Vista 
Economic Development Council and the lack of communication. 
The amended contract had not been received by the County as 
of Monday. Commissioner Hagedorn asked why bids were required 
from the Alamosa Bus Company and Red Willow. Mr. Crites said 
this was required by CDOT. They both bid on different things; 
Red Willow bid on the non-emergent Medicaid service and the 
Alamosa Bus Company bid on public transportation. The 
Brokerage would act as the activity center or call center to 
dispatch transportation. Mr. Berg commented on the loss of 
revenue to Red Willow (?). There is more match funding 
required for the CDOT grant per Mr. Crites. Julie Nunley, 
Alamosa Bus Company, joined the session. She said the 50/50 
match is for capital; the 6% fee for Medicaid is a portion to 
fund public transportation. She said Red Willow would pay a 
6% fee but they would increase their Medicaid service by 
$170,000 which ABC would give away and run ‘The Loop’. Ms. 
Nunley said the two colleges in Alamosa as well as the San 
Luis Valley Regional Medical Center are in support of passes 
for their students/employees. ‘The Loop’ will start service 
in Del Norte because there are employees at the San Luis 
Valley Regional Medical Center who would use the service. 
Chairman Davie asked if Tri-County Senior Citizens would 
participate because they run a bus and take people to 
appointments. Ms. Nunley said this is new to the Valley; the 
contract is a template from other areas. She is not against 
the Attorney General review. Mr. Crites will contact the 
State Attorney General. 
 
At 11:40 a.m. Mr. Dunn discussed pending legal matters. He 
sent a letter to the landowner regarding a septic system on a 
single lot in Alpine. 
Regarding the Streamside Villas at the Rio Grande Club, he 
has been in conversation with Bob Young.  
 
At 12:00 p.m. Ken Swinehart, Amigo.Net, joined the session to 
discuss placement of WiFi towers in Del Norte. There is an 
existing tower on Del Norte Federal Bank. Judge Kuenhold 
would like towers on all the Courthouses but the service 
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would be available for the surrounding area. Mr. Swinehart 
said the city limits would be the footprint for the service; 
one megabit would be provided. Commissioner Murphy asked 
about encryption for the court system. Mr. Swinehart said 
this will be a secure system. He will draft an agreement 
letter for use of the site. Commissioner Hagedorn asked about 
having use of the WiFi in the courthouse. Mr. Swinehart 
agreed to provide two connections to the County in exchange 
for the availablility of the Courthouse roof.  
Mr. Swinehart said KENY TV would like to broadcast across the 
Valley and would like to use the existing translators. He 
would take over the maintenance of the translators in 
exchange for their use. Commissioner Murphy said the County 
had planned to turn off the translators when digital TV 
became effective. Mr. Swinehart said he would work with Ms. 
Benton to re-license the translators.  
 
At 12:20 p.m. Randy Kern, Building Inspector, and Sean 
Canada, Deputy Building Inspector, joined the session to 
discuss agriculture building permits. He presented two cases 
where the original permit was changed to include a septic 
system. This takes the building out of the agriculture permit 
application because it will be used for personal storage, an 
office and bathroom. The ag permit fee is $50 so applicants 
state that they need an ag permit when in reality the 
building is more than stated on the permit. Mr. Kern found 
these discrepancies when the inspections were done and the 
building is more than a agriculture building for storing 
machinery or livestock. Sean Canada, Deputy Building 
Inspector, said the ag building permits do not require an 
engineered plan. Mr. Kern said the septic installers 
requested septic permits on both of these cases and found 
irregularities with the permit issued.
