This notice is in regards to all landowners, leased/rental property, and any non-residential property owners with in Rio Grande County, Colorado. The Rio Grande County Weed District (RGCWD) wants to thank those who have taken part in noxious weed control efforts last season, and to remind those who did not, that by state law (C.R.S 35-5.5) all landowners are responsible for controlling the noxious weeds on all properties for which they are responsible, with no exceptions. In the grown season of 2020, we will be focusing on not only agricultural corners, road sides and pastures, but the ditches, fence lines, and reservoirs that are in and/or surround the properties. The RGCWD requires that these areas are controlled via mowing/spraying BEFORE FLOWERING STAGE of noxious weeds. Our process for compliance of this law includes: 1) Notice: which is a simple letter in the mail regarding the infestation of weeds where 10 days to comply period is given. 2) Certified letter: compliance has not been performed within 10 days and further action is required, from this notice a 7 days to comply is given. 3) Entry letter: continued non-compliance of weed control is evident and the weed district will enter the property and control the infestation then bill the landowner. Landowner then has 30 days to pay the bill for weed control. If bill is not paid within 30 days, it will be processed as a lien against the property. Visual weed control is all that is required for compliance of weed control, although a weed management plan for eradication is suggested. ORGANICS: It is vital that all organic producers, large or small, must report to the weed district annually the location, owner, parcel number, pasture/produce relative to their ownership/lease. Provided below is a form which can be filled out and mailed to the address above. Additionally, signs MUST be posted at every entry and corner of the organic field. Let it be known, ALL ORGANIC LANDOWNERS ARE RESPONCIBLE FOR NOXIOUS WEED CONTROL IN ALL PARCELS AND BUFFER ZONES, REGARDLESS. Signs for these postings can be obtained through the weed district but must be requested before April of each year. These signs are laminated and can be viewed on our website listed above.
